For some the work will closely link to our work
experience programmes and internships for others it will
be more based on learning how to live more
independently or enabling them to have a greater

number of choices as they move on in the future.

The facilities at Middlefield Lane include two kitchen
areas, the work skills DIY practical workshop, offices and
usual classrooms as well as outside growing areas and

areas for leisure.
